By using e-Cert to apply for Certificates of Origin, you are confirming that the Formal Undertaking has been signed by your organisation and that you accept the terms and conditions of the Formal Undertaking and the Standard Rules.

e-Cert

e-Cert is a web based application which enables Certificates of Origin to be applied for online.

e-Cert eXpress

e-Cert eXpress enables Certificates of Origin to be stamped and signed electronically and printed out at the applicant’s premises.

It is most important to remember: By clicking the link to use e-Cert eXpress, you will produce a Certificate of Origin which will contain an electronically created certification stamp.  BCC and the issuing Chamber of Commerce (“Chamber”) cannot be held responsible for any problems encountered when the document is presented at overseas customs or to any organisation requiring a Certification of Origin.

Exporters will specify a Certificate Number for each application.  The Certificate Number will then appear both at the top of the Certificate of Origin and be replicated within the stamp on the original and each subsequent copy, when the certificate is returned to them by the Chamber.

Exporters will be required during the initial stages of using e-Cert eXpress to return all pink application copies to the Chamber.  Once a trial period has elapsed (as agreed with the Chamber) exporters will be advised by the Chamber to keep a copy of the pink form on their records for a minimum of 2 years and they must be made available for inspection if required.
